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All students should have a Moby Max and/or Scoot Pad account. If not, it’s easy to sign them up!  By the end of 3rd grade, students should know their multiplication facts and be familiar with basic division facts.    This knowledge will come in VERY handy in 4th grade.  Below are a few games to help secure their math facts as well as a website (Thanks Mrs. Gold whoever you are) which has a wide variety of math games and activities.

Math War- Remove the face cards from a regular deck of playing cards.  Shuffle the cards and place them face down between two or more players. Each player chooses two cards and multiplies the numbers on the cards. The player with the highest answer takes all of the cards. If the numbers are the same, both players choose two more cards and the player with the highest answer takes all the cards

Beach Ball Math -With a black marker, draw lines on a beach ball. Separate each colored section into two or three more sections. In each section write a number 0-10. Throw the ball to your child. When he catches the ball, have him look at the number written in the section where his thumbs landed. He then adds, subtracts or multiplies those two numbers.
