	Where We Are In Time and Place:
Creating a Personal Timeline 
Objective: You will create a timeline of your life that includes 10-12 events, including five family events that occurred before you were born and 5-7 personal events after you were born.  You will label the events with year and the terms "B.M." (before me) and "A.B." (after birth).
	

	
	

	· Interview a family member to learn 5 major family events that occurred before  you were born. These could be births, marriages, moves, graduations, etc. 

· Discuss with a family member 5-7 important times or memorable events, such as first learned to walk, talk, started school, learned a sport/hobby/skill etc.
· Draw a line across a piece of paper about half way up from the bottom edge. 
· Mark off an equal number of inches per year through the length of the line starting 5 years before you were born and ending at 2012
· Mark each year starting at 5 years before you were born until today.
· Enter the events onto the timeline. Each event should include a date (year) and a label. Be sure one of the events is your birth.
· Label all the years with either "B.M" or "A.B". 
· Include a title for your timeline.
· Be sure it is neat and colorful
· Optional: add pictures, photos, etc.
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
